Welcome
Sheena welcomed everyone to the PPF Core Group meeting and provided for introductions to made.
1. Matter arising from past notes/accuracy

There were no matters arising. Accuracy of the notes was proposed by Margaret and seconded by Linda.
2. PPF Representatives - Community Health Partnership Forum report
Linda and Sheena attended the first South Ayrshire Community Health Forum on the 9th January 2009.  They informed members that Agenda items from all members could be presented. Any PPF items should be sent to Phil White CHP facilitator for inclusion. Valerie Stewart, South Ayrshire Council, attended the Forum’s meeting to discuss the Single Outcome agreement (SOA). Copies of the SOA were made available to attending Core group members who if they wished could directly respond to Valerie.

3. Optimal reperfusion service – Denise Brown

Denise gave a presentation on this new service for heart attack patients which started in Ayrshire and Arran on 19th January 2009. She was informed notice of the new service had gone out to PPF members and was also promoted on the Working Together Group website. Members asked about bed availabilities. There was also a concern over extended members of patient’s families living out of the area and the need for staff to explain to these people, when enquiring, the reasons for the patient not being in an Ayrshire and Arran hospital.

Member agreed this new service was better than what is currently provided. 
4. Primary care strategy – David Rowland
David provided background on the strategy work to date. This included the progress made from the three engagement events as well as the Steering Group meetings. Future work includes visiting community groups to discuss with them the strategy and a road mapping event on 24th February 2009 which will provide future direction. Engagement has occurred with staff with discussion on the public views. There was agreement between staff and the public in many areas – one being a need for integrated IT services. To support the Core group further, minutes of the Steering Group meetings will be available to the core Group members. 
He stated there had been concerns over strategies not producing actions. However the GPs will develop a Practice development plan which will implement parts of the strategy. Funding was discussed and as savings from changing the services appear, funds can be put into services that do require funding. David also described an approach to orthopaedic services in Birmingham and members have requested copies of this Paper. The final strategy will go to the Board on 9th December 2009.
